The current general conditions relating to all EGU Championships and Tournaments will apply to this competition.

ELIGIBILITY
The Tournament is open to all Male Members, 35 years of age or over on 29™ March 2012, with a certified active Handicap of 12 or less under
the current SSS and Handicapping Scheme of the Council of National Golf Unions.

THE COMPETITION
The Tournament shall be decided over 36 holes of stroke play. 18 holes am — 18 holes pm. Play will be under the rules of the R & Ain
conjunction with the Local Rules of the Host Club.

THE CHAMPION
The winner shall be the competitor who returns the lowest gross score over 36 holes. In the event of a tie the Tournament will be decided
over count-back unless there is sufficient daylight to support a play-off.

PRIZES

Prizes will be given for the leading 4 places in the scratch event and the leading 3 places in the handicap event. With the exception of the
“sudden death” to decide the champion all other prizes will be decided on count-back. (Prizes based on 66 players on the day of the
tournament) Players may only win one prize and will be in the form of vouchers.

ENTRIES

Entries must be made on the official forms or via the web site www.midamgolf.co.uk. The entry fee of £60/£20 should be sent with the duly
completed entry form to: The Tournament Secretary, Wyncanton Marketing Services, Wyncanton, Rayham Road, Whitstable, Kent.

The
tournament committee may, at their sole discretion, exempt a maximum of 6 players from the requirement of the ballot.

Closing date for all entries is 21°" APRIL 2012

DISTANCE MEASURING DEVICES (DMD’S)

These are permitted but only those that calculate distance. Those providing other information such as wind speed and elevation will not be
allowed. Any player found using such a DMD will be in breach of Rule 14-3 for which the penalty is disqualification, regardless of whether any
such additional function is actually used. Should you be in possession of a trolley that has temperature readout you WILL be able to use this.

CADDIES
Caddies are permitted during this tournament.

HOST CLUB
The local rules of the host club must be adhered to at all times and competitors must conform in all respects with the dress rules both on and
off the course.

CATERING ARRANGEMENTS
There is coffee available before play and a light lunch included within the entrance fee. All other food and refreshments must be organised
separately with the host club.

PRACTISE ROUNDS
Can be organised with the host club at a fee of £25 per person per round.
